Mathematics Reasoning (Paper 2) - 40 minutes

Thursday 15th May 2025 Mathematics Reasoning (Paper 3) - 40 minutes




KS2 reading SATs:

e One paper with questions that are based on 3 passages of text. Students get 1
hour to answer the questions on the paper.

KS2 English grammar, punctuation and spelling SATs:

e The written element of the spelling, punctuation and grammar SATs consists of

a grammar and punctuation paper which lasts for 45 minutes.

e Thereis also a 20-word aural spelling test which lasts around 15 minutes.

KS2 maths SATs:

e Paper 1 is the arithmetic paper which will last for 30 minutes. It will contain
fixed response questions where children have to give the correct answers to

calculations.

e Papers 2 and 3 will involve a wider range of question types including multiple
choice, true or false and reasoning based. Both papers will last 40 minutes each.




The English Grammar, Punctuation

and Spelling Test

* The grammar, punctuation and spelling test will consist of two parts:
a grammar and punctuation paper requiring short answers, lasting
45 minutes, and a spelling test of 20 words, lasting around 15

minutes.

* The grammar and punctuation test will include two sub-types of
questions:

* Selected response, e.g. ‘Identify the adjectives in the sentence below’

° Constructed response, e.g. ‘Correct/complete/rewrite the sentence
below;” or, “The sentence below has an apostrophe missing. Explain
why it needs an apostrophe.”




The Reading Test

The reading test will be a single paper with questions based on three texts of
which equate to approximately 2000 words altogether. Your child will have
one hour, including reading time, to complete the test.

There will be a selection of question types, including:

Ranking/ordering, e.g. Number the events below to show the order in
which they happen in the story’

Labelling, e.g. ‘Label the text to show the title of the story’

Find and copy, e.g. ‘Find and copy one word that suggests what the
weather is like in the story’

Short constructed response, e.g. “What does the bear eat?’

Open-ended response, e.g. ‘Look at the sentence that begins Once upon a
time. How does the writer increase the tension throughout this paragraph?
Explain fully, referring to the text in your answetr.’

Easier questions tend to be worth one mark. When more complex answers
are required, up to 3 marks may be awarded.




Maths Test

* Children will sit three papers in maths:
* Paper 1: arithmetic, 30 minutes

* Papers 2 and 3: mathematical fluency, solving problems and reasoning,
40 minutes per paper

* Paper 1 will consist of fixed response questions, where children have to give
the correct answer to calculations, including long multiplication and division.
Papers 2 and 3 will involve a number of question types, including:

* Multiple choice
* True or false — explain your reasoning

* Constrained questions, e.g, giving the answer to a calculation, drawing a shape
or completing a table or chart

* Less constrained questions, where children will have to explain their approach
for solving a problem.

Internet Watch Foundation Report

We are totally shocked by the latest report from the Internet Watch Foundation (IWF)
They report — 97% of all Child Sexual Abuse material identified by IWF in 2021 featured the sexual abuse of girls.
We have been highlighting this disparity for 3 years now and each year the percentage increases.

We can't sit back and ignore this. A large percentage of the material will relate to abuse by paedophiles but a lot will also relate to material generated through peer on

peer abuse in secondary schools, made worse through an increasing level of misogyny amongst teenage boys.

Please make sure you open up serious conversations with your children both boys and girls.
Let's make sure girls are fully aware of how freely content depicting them is spreading around the world.
Let’s talk to our boys about respect for women and make sure they realise the outrageous level of misogyny depicted on apps like TikTok and through modern music is
not an appropriate way to build relationships with girls.
Let’s all work together to promote a much better outcome for our young girls.

How to keep your child safe.

We talk to children about crossing the road, bullying and speaking to strangers. But
what about staying safe in the digital world?

* Having regular conversations about what your child is doing online. This is their
world.

* Encourage them to come to you if they’re worried and make sure they know
what’s ok to share online - and what’s not.

* Be aware of age restrictions on social media apps. The age restrictions are there
for a reason.

* Privacy settings *- modern technology has all the capability to be safe — but
none of those features are activated prior to use!

* Text messaging and WhatsApp — be aware of what they are sending and being
sent. These messages can be easily misread .

Q: Why apply online?

The online system is open 24/7 during the application period
(opened on 12™" September 2024)

You will receive an email confirmation of your application

You can make changes to your preferences online until the
closing date

You will receive the result of your application by email on the
offer day (37 March 2025) if you requested this when you
applied

You can access details of all Essex maintained schools and

academies and their admissions policies

Q: What if I don’t have

access to the Internet?
A: Don’t panic!

[f you need a paper application
form you can call 0345 603 2200 to
request one or ask in the School

Office. Please do not do both!




Q: Do I need to apply? 2
A: YES! oA

[t is the responsibility of parents to make an
application for their child’s secondary school place.

[t is up to you what schools you place on your
application and the order you place them in.

You should put the schools in the order you really
want them because a place will be offered at the
highest ranked preference that can be met when
considered against the admissions criteria for the

schools.



Q: How many schools can I
pick?
A: Six

We strongly recommend you use all of your 6
preferences to give yourself maximum opportunity
to be considered for a place at a school you want. We
also recommend that you list your local school, if
you have one, as one of your preferences to help
avoid a situation where you might be offered a place
at a school several miles from your home.



Remember.....

Applying for more than one school does not in

any way reduce your chances of being offered

your highest preference, so please aim to use all
your preferences.

Some schools, like Church schools, require you
to send an additional form to them, called a
Supplementary Information Form (SIF). STF

forms must be returned directly to the school as

well as applying to the Local Authority.



Q: What if [ am considering

applying for a selective
Grammar School?

A: For the selective grammar schools, you must

name these schools on the common application
form you submit to the Local Authority. You must
also register by completing the SIF for these schools
and submit it to the Consortium of Selective

Schools in Essex (CSSE).



Q: What should I be doing now?

A: Visit the schools.
All secondary schools have open days

or evenings when parents and
children can visit schools and look
around and get key information.

Late Applications!

Applications made after the
closing date of 31°* October
2024 will be treated as late and
therefore dealt with after all on
time applications have been
processed. It is absolutely vital

you apply on time!




Q: What if | am moving house
before the end of the

admissions process?
A: [f you move house after you have submitted

an application, you must inform the LA
immediately by email or by letter. You should
provide proof of exchange of contracts if you have
purchased your new home, or a copy of a signed
tenancy agreement if you are renting. This evidence

must be provided by published deadlines. Please do
not just change your address on your online
application without letting the LA know by email

or letter as well.




Q: How are applications
considered and places allocated?

Q: How do waiting lists work?

A: After the first round of offers are made on 3™

March 2025, all unsuccessful applications that are a
higher preference than the school offered will be held
on a waiting list, according to the oversubscription
criteria for the school. This applies to both on time and
late applications.

As a minimum, waiting lists for all oversubscribed
schools must be held until the end of the autumn term.



Q: What if we don’t get in?

preference, you will have the right to appeal to an
independent panel for a place.

There is no guarantee of success with any appeal and
full details about how to appeal will be made clearer in
the decision letter that is posted on 3 March 202s.
